Task design 

Tutor determines:  

• Wiki space 

• Task / text  

• Group size 

• Deadline  

Students determine:  

• Everything else 



Advantages of the Method 

 

• Opportunities for detailed formative feedback  

 

• Allows tutor to screen students' work before class 
and select specific examples for discussion in class  

 

• Students able to see their peers’ work + tutor 
feedback 

 

 



Advantages of the Method 

 
 
 

• Increased opportunities for discussion of the task 
and the feedback (not just in class…) 

 



“Closing the Feedback Loop” 

A few ideas (example: translation):  
 
• Peer feedback on Wiki group translations in class  

 
• Corrections based on tutor feedback in class and/or online  

 
• Students compare feedback on their own work against feedback on other 

groups’ texts  
 

• Students compare their group translations against a suggested translation 
 

• Encourage students to respond to feedback
